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VENDOR AGREEMENT & RESPONSIBILITIES 
Please read carefully. All vendors will be bound by the following terms and conditions. 

 
Insurance 

1. Vendor agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless from any liability that arises as a result of vendors operation 
of said booth. Vendor will provide the Sponsor with a Certificate of Liability Insurance listing the Norco Chamber of Commerce, 
Raahauge’s and OCWD as additional insured’s in the amount of no less than 1 million dollars, or may obtain Liability Insurance 
through the Sponsor at a cost of $50.00 for this event. This Insurance COVERS ONLY THE SPONSOR and Raahauge’s in the event 
of a claim.  
 
Unacceptable Items 

2. Vendor may not sell ANY items not listed on their application. All items need to be pre-approved as part of the 
application process. Vendor agrees NOT TO BRING ANY of the following items onto the Fair Grounds: Drugs, Firearms, Alcohol, 
any silly string, any type of laser lights, pornography in any form and/or any incendiary devices except for candles and incense. 
 
Conduct & Performance

Vendor Utilities:  Electrical 

4. Vendor will supply their own electrical fixtures and industrial grade extension cords in safe working condition as 
required by local fire code(s). NO Halogen lights will be allowed. Extension cords MUST be UL approved, round, 12GA, 3-wire or 
better. Number 12GA flat “zip” type cords or household extension cords will not be permitted, as they do not meet local fire 
code(s) for this event. This applies to ALL electrical connections, surge protectors, power strips, extension cords, etc.  
 
Vendor Utilities:  Disposal 

5. Vendor will provide and maintain refuse containers for their own booths. Vendor shall be responsible for 
maintaining the area in and around their assigned booth or space. Unsatisfactory conditions will be brought to the attention of 
the Vendor by the Sponsor and may result in loss of the vendor’s deposit. Sponsor will provide dumpsters at the fair grounds.  
 
Vendor Utilities:  Water 

6. Food vendors must not use hot sinks provided by sponsor as refuse for food waste - it is a rinse sink only.  Food 
Vendors are required to supply their own Hot/Cold Hand Washing Sinks and meet or exceed acceptable standards as set forth 
by the Riverside County Health Department. 
 
Vendor Access & Parking 

7. All vendor vehicles shall be moved to assigned vendor parking area NO LATER THAN one (1) hour prior to opening. 
All deliveries, restocking, maintenance and service MUST be completed NO LATER THAN one (1) hour prior to opening. Any 
vehicles not in immediate compliance will be towed at the owner’s expense. 
 
Rules & Regulations 

8. Vendor agrees to abide by all rules and regulations of the State and municipal ordinances as well as those set by the 
Norco Valley Fair Committee. Vendor agrees not to discriminate against any person because of race, religion, or national group.

Sponsor shall be 
entitled to recover all damages provided for by law and any legal fees incurred as a result of litigation due to vendor’s non 
compliance with any of the terms set forth in this agreement. 
 
Application Process 

11. The Sponsor RESERVES THE RIGHT to accept or reject any Vendor Application at any time.  All applications will be 
processed on a First Come, First Served bases.  Approved applicants will be contacted by a representative of the Fair Committee.

this agreement.  Additionally, in consideration for the reservation of designated rental space, I do hereby release, discharge 
and forever hold harmless, The Norco Chamber of Commerce, the Norco Valley Fair Committee, RaahaugeǎΩǎΣ h/²5Σ ŀƭƭ ƻŦ ƛǘΩs 
members, agents, owners, managers of the locations and this fair, from all manner of actions, suits, proceedings, 
intentionally or criminally committed, from this day forward.
